At 1:11pm the meeting was called to order by B. Johnson.  
 

The meeting began with the HSAB members, D. Manz, B. Johnson, and S. Torrence, 
introducing themselves and any affiliations they may have.  No members present had any 
current affiliations. D.P. Horan arrived later in the meeting. 
 

Motion to approve the May 26, 2015 HSAB minutes was made by D. Manz.  S. 
Torrence seconded the motion, and the motion was approved.  
 
 Nominations and elections of chairperson, vice-chairperson and secretary began with 
S. Torrence nominating B. Johnson to serve as chair.  D. Manz seconded the motion and 
the motion was approved.  S. Torrence nominated D. Manz as vice chairperson and B. 
Johnson seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  S. Torrence then moved to 
nominate D.P. Horan as secretary; B. Johnson seconded the motion and the motion was 
approved. 
         

L. deLoach-Hartle presented the fiscal 2017 funding process, application and 
attachments.  She informed the Board documentation of registration with the Florida 
Department of Agriculture & Consumer Services will now be required per Florida Statute 
496.405.  Attachment J has been added to the application to facilitate this.  L. deLoach-
Hartle stated all organizations required to be registered with the Florida Department of 
Agriculture & Consumer Services are registered for the current year, FY16. 

L. deLoach-Hartle also discussed the changes to Attachment G, Audited Financials. 
Per the direction of the County Attorney’s office, the following language will be added, 
‘Unqualified audited financial statement from the most recent fiscal year…; if qualified, 
include a statement of deficiencies with corrective actions recommended/taken…’ will be 
required from applicants. Motion to approve these changes was made by S. Torrence, D. 
Manz seconded the motion, and the motion was approved.  

 
A funding recap was presented reflecting the FY15 allocation of $1,752,600; FY16 

showed a 10% increase to $1,927,860; and FY17’s level of funding is projected to remain 
stable at $1,927,860. 
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L. deLoach-Hartle also mentioned a sample contract has been provided to help those 
who have not previously received funding to understand the process. 

 
The proposed funding cycle schedule was discussed. 
- If there are no changes to the proposed schedule, the applications will be made 

available on Monday, March 14. Applications will be due by 5:00 on Monday, April 
25. 

- The proposed next meeting date to go over the applications is Wednesday, June 
1, 2016. Recommendations are then included in the FY17 budget meetings with 
the BOCC. In August, contract documents will be prepared and processed for 
routing. Then, they will be included as an agenda item either in the September or 
October meeting for BOCC approval.  

 
There was also discussion regarding applicant’s use of county funding for 

administrative salaries versus direct services. The idea of organizations whose executive 
salaries are greater than fifty thousand being required to utilize at least 50% of the Monroe 
County funding for services was discussed.  Although there was discussion no changes were 
made to the application. 

 
During the public comment period, Mike Donovan, Finance Chair of Burton Memorial 

United Methodist Church of Tavernier, addressed the Board regarding electronic submission 
of the application. Davida Hardy of Monroe Association for ReMARCable Citizens, also 
addressed the Board.
