ADVISORY COMMITTEE

November 28, 2016

The Monroe County Comprehensive Plan Land Authority (MCLA) Advisory Committee held a
meeting on Monday, November 28, 2016 in Suite 104 of the Monroe Regional Service Center
(State building) located at 2796 Overseas Highway, Marathon, Florida. The meeting was called
to order by Chairman Susan Matthews at 9:00 AM. Present and answering roll call in addition to
Chairman Matthews were Mitchell Cook, Teri Johnston, Barbara Neal, and Susan Sprunt. Also
present were Executive Director Charles Pattison, Senior Property Acquisition Specialist Mark
Rosch, Office Manager Dina Gambuzza, and Counsel Ginny Stones.

The first item was additions and deletions to the agenda. There were none.

The next item was approval of the minutes for the November 2, 2016 meeting. Ms. Johnston
made a motion to approve the minutes as presented and Ms. Sprunt seconded the motion.
There being no objections, the motion carried 5/0.

The next item was approval to purchase property for conservation. Mr. Pattison and Mr. Rosch

reviewed the proposed acquisitions with the Committee.

a) Block 6, Lot 6, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on Lobstertail Road on the ocean side of Big Pine Key near mile
marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of Tier 3 — Infill
Area, a zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and vegetation consisting of mostly
exotics with some tropical hardwood hammock species. The owner has agreed to sell the
property for the price of $50,000. Ms. Sprunt made a motion to approve purchasing the
property for the $50,000 price and Mr. Cook seconded the motion. There being no
objections, the motion carried 5/0.

b) Block 6, Lot 28, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on Lobstertail Road on the ocean side of Big Pine Key near mile
marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of Tier 3 — Infill
Area, a zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and vegetation consisting of a mix of
exotics and tropical hardwood hammock. The owner has agreed to sell the property for the
price of $50,000. Ms. Sprunt made a motion to approve purchasing the property for the
$50,000 price and Ms. Neal seconded the motion. There being no objections, the motion
carried 5/0.

c) Block 6, Lot 37, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on Lobstertail Road on the ocean side of Big Pine Key near mile
marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of Tier 3 — Infill
Area, a zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and vegetation consisting of exotics.
The owners have agreed to sell the property for the price of $50,000. Ms. Johnston made a
motion to approve purchasing the property for the $50,000 price and Mr. Cook seconded the
motion. There being no objections, the motion carried 5/0.

d) Block 7, Lot 4, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a

tropical hardwood hammock, and exotics. The owner has agreed to sell the property for the

carried 5/0.

Block 7, Lot 14, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property conS|sts of a
6,000 square foot lot on Pelican Lane on the ocean side of Big Pine Key near mile marker
30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of Tier 3 — Infill Area, a

‘zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and vegetation consisting of exotics and

tropical hardwood hammock. The owners have agreed to sell the property for the price of

$50,000 price and Ms. Johnston seconded the motion. There being no objections, the
motion carried 5/0.

Block 8, Lot 20, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on the unpaved portion of Horvath Road on the ocean side of Big Pine
Key near mile marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of
Tier 3 — Infill Area, a zoning designation of improved Subdivision, and disturbed vegetation
consisting of exotics and tropical hardwood hammock. The owners have agreed to sell the
property for the price of $42,000. Ms. Sprunt made a motion to approve purchasing the
property for the $42,000 price and Ms. Johnston seconded the motion. There being no
objections, the motion carried 5/0.

Block 8, Lot 21, Cabhill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on the unpaved portion of Horvath Road on the ocean side of Big Pine

‘Key near mile marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of

Tier 3 — Infill Area, a zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and disturbed vegetation
consisting of exotics and tropical hardwood hammock. The owners have agreed to sell the
property for the price of $42,000. Ms. Neal made a motion to approve purchasing the
property for the $42,000 price and Mr. Cook seconded the motion. There being no
objections, the motion carried 5/0.

Block 8, Lot 25, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on the paved portion of Horvath Road on the ocean side of Big Pine
Key near mile marker 30. The property is on a plugged canal and has a tier designation of
Tier 3 — Infill Area, a zoning designation of Improved Subdivision, and vegetation consisting
of exotics and buttonwood. The owner has agreed to sell the property for the price of
$50,000. Mr. Cook made a motion to approve purchasing the property for the $50,000 price
and Ms. Sprunt seconded the motion. There being no objections, the motion carried 5/0.
Block 8, Lot 26, Cahill Pines and Palms, Big Pine Key. The subject property consists of a
6,000 square foot lot on the paved portion of Horvath Road on the ocean side of Big Pine

The City of Key West will consider a resolution concerning $860,000 of MCLA funding for
Habitat for Humanity sites at 716 Eisenhower Drive, 1116 Truman Avenue, and 209 Olivia
Street.

The County Commission has requested that MCLA make a purchase offer on an
Administrative Relief property in Doctor's Arm Subdivision.

The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, December 15, 2016. Mr. Cook, Ms. Johnston,
Ms. Neal, and Chairman Matthews said they would be available to attend. Ms. Sprunt said
her attendance is tentative.
