Call to Order:  Assistant County Administrator Christine Hurley called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone to the Health Plan Advisory Committee (HPAC) meeting.   Ms. Hurley thanked the committee for their continued work as members of the Health Plan Advisory Committee (HPAC).  Ms. Hurley reviewed the agenda for the meeting   Ms. Hurley stated that the committee will be asked to vote recommendations at today’s meeting and those recommendations will be provided to the Monroe County Board of County Commissioners at an upcoming budget workshop on May 10, 2017.  In addition, Ms. Hurley made the HPAC aware that behind the scene that requests for proposal for several items were taking place and that the results may or may not have an impact on the work of the HPAC.


Agenda Item I:  Maria Gonzalez, Benefits Administrator, reviewed with the HPAC the history of retiree resolutions and benefit premiums associated with each.  In conclusion, Ms. Gonzalez notes that all resolutions have a section 5 which states:  “The Monroe County Board of County Commissioners formally reserves the right to any and all future changes and modifications of this resolution, the group insurance contract providing health insurance benefits described herein and/or the required contribution premiums”. Agenda Item II:  Glen Volk, Gallagher Benefit Service Consultant, presented proposed 2018 benefits and contribution changes.  Glen began his presentation with slide/presentation of FY 2017 Options 12 – 14.  Questions from the committee were answered throughout the presentation and the presentation concluded with a summation of possible changes.

Agenda Item III:  See supporting document following written minutes for HPAC voting results.  Receiving 7 or more yes votes the following Items  were approved for recommendation to Monroe County Board of County Commission:  2, 2a, 29, 20,31,18,27,30,9,11,32,13,15,19,35. 
The committee made two motions:    
Motion 1:  Cathy Crane made a motion that on item # 28 the smoker surcharge be changed for $ 100.00 per month to $ 150.00 per month.  The motion was seconded by Steven Meredith.  The motion passed:  11=Yes, 1=No, 1=Not present.
Motion 2:  At the conclusion of the voting on all items, Cathy Crane made a motion that a recommendation be presented to the MCBOCC to use tax dollars to make up the estimated                         $ 938,000.00 in fund savings not identified by the HPAC during its recommendation process.  Shelia Barker seconded the motion.  The motion passed:  Yes=9, No=2, 2=Not Present. 

Agenda Item IV:  Glen Volk, Gallagher Benefits Service Consultants, recapped the recommended changes and advised that over 2 million dollars in savings was identified.  MCBOCC staff and consultants will continue to fine tune totals and plan options.
